Do not allow certain types of
businesses to be exempt from the resolution

«Increase the guality of life, on a community level,
by reducing health risks over time as well as
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to tobacco related illness

Protect your elders and children from
secondhand smoke exposure, ensuring the
wellness and education of your people.

Create a written campaign plan out what the goal of the campaign is. Ask yourself, “What would we like
to get out of this?”

Create your draft resolution and have it reviewed several times before you take the next step of oy o e Nt it Bowrd
presenting the resolution to your local government. ﬂ_ﬁ" : s :

Decide with your group of leaders (coalition) what the deal breakers would be in your tobacco free
ordinance. Make sure that all portions of the resolution are in support of the original goal to reduce the e 1 e
exposure to secondhand smoke.
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Ensure that you have support from the community leaders, the public, law makers, health care
providers, business owners and the tribes. Not all members are required to attend meetings, try to keep
the meetings to the core members

Make sure that the community is educated on tobacco health risks and ready to move forward with the
tobacco resolution being proposed.

Define, with clarity, what the rules and regulations of your resolution will be. It is important to
discourage and remove any deal-breakers. It is better to get nothing out of the deal than to compromise

the health of your people,
